USE OF LOGO WITH COLORS:  
The logo was designed using one color:  Green, PMS 364. 
Where feasible the logo should be printed in that color. In the event that this PMS color 
cannot be matched, every attempt shall be made to print the logo in a shade of green as 
close as possible to the original. When color is not an option the logo should be 
reproduced in black. 
 
Logo cannot be reversed. 
 
USAGE BY OTHER PARTIES: 
All uses of the Foundation’s logo by another organization (such as in advertising or 
promotions) must be approved in advance by the Foundation and must conform to these 
Standards. 
 
SIZE: 
Because the logo incorporates text, it must be printed large enough to be readable. The 
logo should always be at least 1” from top to bottom. It shall always be legible and 
readily recognizable as a whole unit with definable components. 
 
PLACEMENT: 
The logo shall appear as a stand-alone and shall not be used as a background screen, nor 
integrated into any other type or graphic element within the document.
